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News on the Changes Occurring at the 2011 Event

Club Secretary and Members
 
There are a number of changes occurring to the All Ford Day for 2011.  Here are the facts about the event to save confusion and to alleviate the rumours.

Location:
Due to the Seaview High grounds being no longer available to us, the event has had to move.  The Glenelg Cricket Club are relocating to the oval and are spending in excess of $100K on up grading the oval.  This means that they have exclusive use of the oval from November to April and have requested that NO vehicles would be parked on the upgraded oval at other times.  Thus began the search for alternative ovals/schools to hold event, numerous locations were tried but were rejected either by Council or Schools. The National Motor Museum was very happy to accommodate us and for a number of reasons the decision was made to relocate there.
 
Display layout:
This is a new location not like any we have been at in the past 32 years and therefore an experiment.    The decision has been made that ONLY cars to be judged will park in the open area adjacent to the main Exhibition Hall, ALL OTHER VEHICLES will park within Club areas or General Show Display Parking.
 
Club Areas:
In general terms, these areas will be allocated under the trees towards the Torrens River area, thus in many cases eliminating the need for portable shades/tents/marquees etc.
 
General Display Parking Area:
This area is located between the workshop area and Museum storage sheds, this is for NON Club vehicles (Not parking in a designated club area) and for those late entries.
 
On the Day Late entries:
Vehicle that choose to enter on the day of the event will NOT be eligible to enter judging. They are required to park with the Non Club Vehicles in the General Display Parking Area only. 
Judging:
The single Blue Ribbon Trophy has been retired from the event and that section has been changed into 3 classes with Blue Ribbon Trophies awarded in each Class.  As follows:
1. Vintage - for all side valve engines
2. Classic - for over head valve engines to 1998
3. Modern - for vehicles 1999 (AU Falcon)  to present day
This we believe will eliminate the disparity of vehicles over 70 years of age competing against current production models.  The long standing rule still applies you must win your section award before being eligible for Blue Ribbon award.
 
Dyno: 

There will be a Dyno in attendance on the day.  Those that wish to have their vehicle placed on the Dyno and then have some “bragging rites” can do so by filling out the appropriate section on the entry form.   Because of time constraints there will be only 20 vehicles able to run on the Dyno so be early if you want a spot. Vehicles wishing to be placed on Dyno must park within the Dyno area because of Public Liability Insurance issues.
We hope that the above changes will be embraced by your members and the All Ford Day will be truly a display day for all vehicles manufactured by the FORD Motor Co.
